Successful bidders will need to take their items with them on the
day of the event, since storage will not be available.

The auction comes at a time of critical need for Meals on Wheels. The organization is currently
experiencing a steep drop in donations from corporate and other funding sources, while, at the
same time, demand is rising. Meals on Wheels saw an 8% increase in demand for meals last
year alone. “We hope auction bidders will remember that they will not only get an antique
treasure but in the process they will be providing people with a basic need — food,” adds Hoy.
